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1- The Purpose of these Rules:

These rules aim to clarify the tuition and other educational service fees provided by Vision College, determining
their due dates and the mechanism for their payment and collection. These rules ensure that Vision College claim
all their financial entitlements from others correctly and do not affect any previous entitlements.

2- Scope of Application:

These rules apply to all students studying at Vision College, including but not limited to:

1-2 Visiting students from other colleges.

2-2 Intern students visiting from other colleges.
The rules shall come into effect from the beginning of the academic year 2022-2023, without affecting
any previous entitlements or interactions.

3- Beginning of Application:

These rules will be implemented starting from the beginning of the academic year 1444 hijri (2022-2023), without

impacting previous financial interactions or entitlements of the colleges for their tuition fees.
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4- Definitions:

Unless the context requires otherwise, the following terms and expressions used in these rules shall have the
meanings assigned to them:

Board of Directors: The governing body that represents the owner of Vision College.

Board of Trustees: The governing body specific to Vision College in Riyadh.

College/Colleges: Vision College in Riyadh, and any other colleges established later.

Students: All male and female students studying at Vision College.

New Student: The student who has been accepted and started studying in the first semester at the college

Regular Student: The student who is enrolled and has passed the first semester at the college.

The student who studies some courses at another branch of the same college/university

Semester: The academic period according to the college academic calendar.

Bank Accounts: Official bank accounts of the colleges where all types of fees can be deposited by students.

A non-refundable fee paid by the applicant during the application process for reviewing

Application Fee: documents and eligibility.

A non-refundable fee paid by the student to secure an academic and administrative seat

Registration Fee: . L
9 after completing the application process.

Tuition Fees: The fee charged by the college from the student for their studies.

Internship Fees: A fee equivalent to the tuition fees treated and collected for the internship year.

Non-refundable fees paid by the student for specific services such as transcript printing

Other Fees:
complaint handling regarding exam results, etc.

Credit Hour: A weekly theoretical lecture of not less than (50) minutes, a weekly clinical session of not less
than (100) minutes, or a weekly field/lab session of not less than (160) minutes.
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5- Jurisdiction Authorities:

The Board of Trustees of Vision College is responsible for determining the tuition fees and other educational
service fees, in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1.6 of the executive regulations and administrative
and technical procedures stipulated in the Private Universities Regulation issued by the Ministry of Education.
The Board of Directors is responsible for determining the mechanism for payment and collection of these fees.

6- Tuition Payment and Collection Mechanism:

6-1 Students must pay the due fees on their specified dates according to the approved academic calendar,
considering the refund rules.

6-2 Tuition fees are calculated as follows:

6-2-1 Based on the academic semester, according to the Studying and Examination Regulation and
the academic plan, if registered (12) credit hours or more.

6-2-2 Based on the number of registered credit hours if the number of hours is less than (12) hours.

6-2-3 The internship fee represents one fee for the entire internship period and cannot be split.

6-3 All fees must be paid to the Collection Department of the Financial Administration (see Payment
Methods section 7).

6-4 An “Applicant” is not finally accepted until the application and registration fees are paid.

6-5 For“New Students”and “Regular Students” at the college:

6-5-1 They cannot register for courses until the full tuition fees and any previous financial dues are
paid within a period not exceeding the end of the second week from the beginning of the semester.

6-5-2 |[f this period is exceeded, the student becomes “Financially Defaulting”.

6-6 For students wishing to re-enroll:

6-6-1 They cannot register until the full tuition fees and any previous financial dues are paid within a
period not exceeding the end of the second week from the beginning of the semester.

6-6-2 |f this period is exceeded, the student becomes “Financially Defaulting”
6-7 The Collection Department must evaluate cases of “Financially Defaulting Students” and take the
necessary guarantees to ensure the collection of due fees, taking appropriate action for each student

individually.

6-8 Tuition fees and other dues on the student must be paid by the student himself/herself and
cannot be waived, reduced, or deferred except by a decision of the Chairman of the Board of Trustees.
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7- Payment Methods:

Tuition fees for all reqular and new students in all specialties are due through the "SADAD" payment
service via online registration on the college' academic portal during the registration period. Payment

for other services can be made through the "Mada" platform on the academic portal when the service is
requested.

8- Tuition Refund Rules:

8-1 Tuition fees are not refundable except in the following cases:

8-1-1 (100% )of the tuition fee is refundable if a withdrawal from college, semester postponement, or

semester withdrawal request is submitted before the end of the first week from the start of studies
according to the college's academic calendar.

8-1-2 (50%) of the tuition fee is refundable if a withdrawal from college, semester postponement, or
semester withdrawal request is submitted before the end of the second week from the start of studies
according to the college's academic calendar.

8-2 Tuition fees or any part thereof are non-refundable if the student is expelled from the college for
disciplinary reasons.

8-3 Internship fees or any part thereof are non-refundable.

If a
student is eligible for more than one discount, the highest discount will be applied (only one discount is
allowed).

*  Discounts do not apply to tuition fees paid by sponsoring agencies.

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12- Sponsorships:

The student must pay the tuition fees himself/herself. Scholarships provided by sponsoring agencies are subject
to an agreement or written confirmation from the sponsoring agency covering the tuition fees. If the scholarship
is interrupted for any reason or the student violates the terms of the sponsoring agency, the student must pay
the tuition fees. The student will not be allowed to access their academic results until the sponsoring agency
confirms the payment of tuition fees for the specified semester.
